Assisting families below the poverty line

Families from all socio-economic levels live in Karnei Shomron. There are children in some Karnei Shomron families who go to sleep hungry at night. 
Their parents, many of whom are immigrants without the skills needed for work in Israel, have not been able to find work to support their families. At the same time, unemployment allowances from the government have been cut to almost zero due to the current economic situation in the State. 

The parents suffer the pain and embarrassment of not being able to put a meal on the table. Or of sending a child to school without breakfast and without a mid-day sandwich in his backpack. 

A hungry child is not a good student. So in order to assist these families and to prevent the consequences of a disproportionate socio-economic gap in the local population, the Department of Social Services of Karnei Shomron has undertaken the burden of providing them with basic necessities. 

The Department of Social Services of Karnei Shomron is currently providing monthly food packages for 45 families; families that can not put food on the table on a daily basis. The food packages cost $125 apiece and include fruits, vegetables, peas, oil, flour, sugar, pasta and other staples.

Residents in the English-speaking neighborhood of Neve Aliza have for many years before Rosh Hashana and Passover collected money to help feed these families throughout the year through the locally organized “Helping our neighbors” program. But it, and a shrinking allocation from the government, is not enough.    
There are at least 50 more families, as well as elderly residents who live on their own, who require this level of monthly food assistance.

In addition, another Neve Aliza project started by parents and their children provides foil containers full of nutritious cooked food for families who can not afford to buy food or can not prepare themselves hot meals. Each week before Shabbat, the children distribute empty foil containers to families in the Neve Aliza neighborhood and collect full ones, each containing a frozen, complete meal culled from Shabbat leftovers. The meals are then immediately delivered to families on a list provided by the Department of Social Services of Karnei Shomron.
