The Key to helping children learn

Each child learns differently from his classmates and friends. Some learn quickly, others slowly. Some are very methodical; others jump from one subject to another and back again. 

But there are some children who simply do not have the tools they need to learn effectively. They need to be taught how to learn. They need intervention in the hours after school. 

This can be especially true of the children of immigrants, both English speakers and Russian speakers, who make up a large percentage of Karnei Shomron’s school-age children. Growing up speaking two languages during their formative years can create learning difficulties in the first years of formal schooling. Sometimes these frustrations manifest themselves in behavior problems. Parents look for some place to turn for assistance.

At the Educational Development and Support Center (called the “Mafteach” or Key), students are given a professional evaluation and then receive a course of therapy designed especially for them. The therapy has an even greater chance of succeeding because of the excellent cooperation among teachers, parents and the center staff. 

The high-caliber team of experienced professionals at the Educational Development and Support Center provide treatment in the following areas: Language and Communication, Physical Therapy, Art Therapy, Music Therapy, Occupational Therapy, Child Psychiatry, Parent Education, Learning Strategies and Assistance, and Drama Workshops. 

More than 150 students ages 3-16 from Karnei Shomron and surrounding Shomron communities, receive care at the center. For Karnei Shomron residents, having the Center in the neighborhood makes it fast and easy to receive treatment, sparing parents a long drive and wait at a private center in another community such as Kfar Saba. 

The center is currently based in a small building that can not accommodate the increasing number of students requiring therapy and the variety of educational activities which are being implemented.

We plan to build additional classrooms and equip them appropriately in order to provide the children of Karnei Shomron with the educational assistance they need to excel in a school setting.
