New neighborhoods for young families 

The key to future development of a community is to provide affordable housing for newly married couples and young families
In the last couple of years there have been dozens of weddings of children who grew up in Karnei Shomron. In many cases, they are marrying the boy or girl next door – a cause for great celebration throughout the community. 

But when you ask them were they plan to settle down after the wedding, there is usually a sigh and downcast eyes as they name a settlement further to the west that makes low-cost apartments and mobile homes (caravans) available for rent for these young, pioneering couples. “There is simply nothing available here that we can afford,” one young bride said. “And we just don’t need a three-bedroom apartment to start out in.” 

Both the Karnei Shomron and Ginot Shomron neighborhoods are stable and have very few lots available on which to build new and affordable housing. The neighborhood of Alonei Shiloh, located on the top of a hill on the outskirts of greater Karnei Shomron, is home to more than a dozen young families residing in caravans. There are 250 lots on Alonei Shiloh, but they have not yet been zoned and approved for building. 

Now, the future of Karnei Shomron is in the neighborhood of Neve Menachem, located between the hills of Karnei Shomron and Alonei Shiloh. Neve Menachem, named for the late Prime Minister Menachem Begin, must be strengthened in order to successfully connect all of the hills.

There are currently 600 lots for 1200 housing units (duplexes) already officially zoned and approved in Neve Menachem. There are also plenty of spaces available for caravans, which is an inexpensive option for young couples just starting out or for small families. 

Many young families have expressed interest in moving to Neve Menachem, but are struggling to find a way to manage it financially. 

We plan to create a neighborhood of 30 caravans for young families. The families will live in the smaller caravans for a token rent as they prepare to build their homes together in Neve Menachem.
