Parks and playing fields  
Parks and playing fields are an integral part of a vibrant community, whose population includes all age groups from newborns to senior citizens.

Children love playing in our local parks. After school and in the cool of a summer evening, many of the community’s children can be found playing at one of Karnei Shomron’s more than a dozen parks. Older children ride bikes or rollerblades along the paths that surround many of the parks. In one Ginot Shomron neighborhood park, teenage boys gather to practice gymnastics and the martial art of capuera, executing perfect flips and twists in the air, sometimes falling on the soft carpet of grass. Other children gather on the grass to play soccer or throw a ball with their dog. 
Often their parents sit on park benches nearby catching up on the latest community news, rocking a baby in a stroller and occasionally stopping a stray ball from sliding into the street. 
The community also has lighted clay tennis and basketball courts. At all times during the day, children and adults can be found using the courts, a great outlet for the pent-up energy of the youth, and exercise for their parents and grandparents. 

The parks and courts have been in use for about two decades with minor repairs and now are in need of an overhaul. Playground equipment is rusted or rotted and falling apart. Benches have also bent and broken. Gazebos to shield parents from the sun as their children play are needed and the grass and sprinkler systems need to be fixed. 

Undertaking this project will cost a total of $450,000.
