Kindergarten serving special needs 
A unique kindergarten was recently opened in the Neve Menachem neighborhood of Karnei Shomron. Children with special needs are integrated with the children who attend regular kindergarten. The goal is to enable children with cognitive motor and language difficulties to mainstream with the kindergarten children.

These special needs children are attended by a teacher trained in special education together with a team of paramedics. These include persons trained in clinical communications, occupational therapy, and music therapy. During the school day, these children spend time with their peers from the regular kindergarten; they play together, celebrate holidays and birthdays, participate together in rhythm lessons and in a host of other activities.

The room in which these children receive their extra lessons is presently the kindergarten bomb shelter. There is a serious ventilation problem in this small, windowless area and an air conditioner is needed. 

In addition, the kindergarten requires a computer and printer in order to train the children in use of language, development of mathematical skills, eye-hand coordination, organization of time and other activities. Development of these basic skills will enable these children to eventually join the mainstream. 

Because of financial limitations of the participating families, these children will be unable to continue to receive this special treatment as they grow older. During these formative years, the goal is to provide this intensive treatment for as long as possible.
